Normal Condition Fund fencing standards

· The fence must be a substantial wire fence of 7 or 8 wires properly strained.

· The wire must be 2.5mm or 4mm in diameter

· Barbed wire is optional for any of the 7 or 8 wires

· Posts must be tanalised regulation number 1 or 2 size with spacing a maximum of 5 metres apart

· Must be a minimum of one 50 x 50mm tanalised batten per metre between posts

· Battens must be stapled to all 7 or 8 wires used

· Strainers or angles must be between 1.5 and 2 metres in length – of regulation number 1 or 2 size

· Strainer must be at intervals to meet accepted rural fencing standards.

The Biodiversity Condition Fund is willing to vary the fencing standards above to better suit local conditions and circumstances but does need to be confident that fences funded will remain stock-proof for at least 15 years.  Exception from this standard requires explanation.
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
